If there are any Monday morning wobbles, please remind the children that we already know how brilliant
they are — we don’t need a government assessment to tell us that.

A Tudor Trial
As part of their learning about the judicial
system, Year 5 took part in a historical
trial based on Anne Boleyn.

Exploring Geometry
Year 6 have been developing their understanding of 3D
shapes by creating and exploring nets in maths.
